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Class Description

From the Utah Core Standards for Mathematics: In Grade 7, students will develop understanding
and apply proportional relationships. Students will develop understanding of operations with
rational numbers and work with expressions and linear equations. Students will solve problems
involving scale drawings. Students will also solve problems with two and three-dimensional
shapes involving area, surface area, and volume. Finally students will be able to draw inferences
about populations based on samples.

Objectives
1. Students will be able to apply understandings of math concepts learned in Grade 7
Honors to real world applications.
2. Students will be prepared to achieve success in Grade 8 Honors Math.

Utah has developed a Core Curriculum which outlines specific standards for student learning.
The Utah Core Standards curriculum includes ideas, concepts, and skills which provide a
foundation on which subsequent learning may be built.

Make-up work: Make-up work will be accepted for excused absences. If a student is absent, it is
the student’s responsibility to make up missing work. Please see the teacher to receive any
missing work. The student will have 3 class periods to complete make-up work.

Late-Work: Late work will be accepted. Work will be docked an entire letter grade for each day
late. Late work will not be accepted after 4 days.

Extra Credit: Will be given at the teacher’s discretion.

Citizenship Grade Scale:

Citizenship grades are given on the basis of the entire term and not upon a single incident. The
attendance and tardy policy of the school and district are followed. If a student is absent, it is the
responsibility of the student and/or the parents/guardians to give the counseling center a
WRITTEN note excusing the absence, or it will be counted as unexcused absence. Behavior
should reflect respect, responsibility, and trust. The three components that citizenship will be
graded upon will be tardies, unexcused absences, and behavior.

Late to Class:
